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On Thursday 24th April we will mark the significance of Anzac Day with a short ceremony at the 
front of the school. Two representatives from each grade will attend this ceremony at 10.45am and 
lay floral tributes around our Lone Pine. We are most fortunate that Mr Peter Beames from the 
Berwick Sub-Branch of the RSL is also able to join us and read ‘The Ode’. This year we are inviting 
any parents who wish to be a part of this ceremony to be at school by 10.40am. We will have one 
minute’s silence at 10.55am where the whole school will reflect on Anzac Day.  
 
On Tuesday after school the teachers had another session with our consultant in Residence, Lyn 
Watts, to follow on from what they learnt on our curriculum day last term. Lyn is working with us to 
further develop our students’ oral language skills which will, in turn, make it easier for them to 
express themselves by writing. These days our children spend a lot of time in front of a screen, be it 
TV, computer, Playstation or Nintendo etc. This reduces the time they actually have in face to face 
conversation with others and less structured imaginative play, and therefore has an impact on their 
ability to express themselves well. Teachers are building activities into their classroom programs to 
provide students with opportunities to develop their language and social skills. 
 
Our winter interschool sport season begins tomorrow and our Grade 6 students will be competing 
against Pakenham Consolidated School. After the 5 week season, they finish up with a great day at 
the Lightning Premiership on May 30th. We wish them well in this competition.  
 
Congratulations to the Macnee family for winning the Rebel Sport voucher in our Premier’s Active 
Families Challenge. We had a number of families register for the Challenge of doing 30 minutes of 
physical activity each day from 9th March until 20th April. The Taylor family was featured in this 
week’s Berwick Journal and we have reprinted that article in this newsletter. Thanks to Mrs 
McCormick for organising this Challenge at school. 
 
Our new learning gallery is progressing and the builders are now attaching the external cladding. 
The interior is virtually complete and the computers are now on the benches outside the classrooms. 
New computer chairs are expected to arrive next week which will mean the students will be able to 
better use this area. Our multi-media equipment is also hooked up and teachers will be able to take 
their classes into that area for grade level meetings and presentations. We are fortunate to have been 
able to create such a bright, spacious learning facility using our funding from the Investing in 
Schools program, and also some of the school’s own accumulated funds.
