2. Goal-setting: Helping children set small and large goals is @mgible way of increasing their
effectiveness. Boys, in particular, are more kel learn in they have something to strive for.

3. Making plans: Working out steps required to help achieve goatsabjectives requires children
look ahead. “I will learn five words a night. It mum to hear me each night.”

4. Managing time and making lists Time planning tools such as lists and diariestegp children
keep schedules, hand work in on time and helpgmteshildren overestimating what they can
achieve.
