A big claim but the trighthat we tend to reflect the views and attitudes
peer groups. It is hugely beneficial if a chilgigsedominant peer group cares for him, has pos
expectations about the future and places high vatueelping others as well as personal improvemer
Being a member of a positive a peer group lesdemdikelihood of a child being bullied or harass
Children in positive peer groups look out for eather and don’t engage in such behaviours, whe
verbal or physical, themselves. Positive peer gsaend to be tolerant of differences and haveltip
and caring as key values. Having friends who cl@ lassens the impact of bullying and helps preite
from impacting on other areas of a child’s life.

There are a number of broad strategies parentaigano encourage positive peer groups to form
emerge. These include:

providing opportunities for children to mix and sh&xperiences,
drawing children’s attention to friendship behav®and focusing on socialisation rath
than achievement when they play sport or are ireain creative or group activities.

In this achievement-oriented society we need taevabsitive peer relationships and ensure thatdhey
not ignored or undervalued in our efforts to previde best possible start for our children.
To help your child become a member of positive pgeoups try the following four ideas:

1. Discusswith your child how a good friend behaves. Ask hamdentify some good friends an
talk about what makes them a ‘good friend'.

2. Encourage them foin at least one outside school group and be a meofila¢deast one scho
artistic, sporting or interest group.

3. Limit your child’s time in passive, solitary activitiasch as television-viewing, computer
activities and Internet chat rooms.

4. Make an effort to getkoow some of your children’s friends and their parents.
